Ever since the European Film Academy (EFA) was founded it has been its
intention not only to honour the outstanding achievements of established
filmmakers, but also to support and promote talented newcomers. To draw
the attention to a new generation of European directors means to build up the
future of European cinema.

Film Award as part of the annual European Film Awards, in cooperation with
several partner festivals across Europe. Each of these festivals presents a short
film award which includes an automatic nomination in the European Film
Awards’short film category.
