The six weeks of the title is the period in which parents of newborn babies in Poland
can decide to give up a child for adoption. Due to different life situations there are
mothers who do not want or those who cannot bring up their children. They have
the right to give the child away just after delivery. The filmmaker is clearly moved by
the fate of the babies in the orphanage. The camera zooms in on them so closely, we
can count their eyelashes. To help the audience identify with the babies even more,
the film is interspersed with scenes in which we see the world from their perspec-
tive - blurred images that emphasize the helplessness and unknowingness of these
children who have been given up by their parents. The grief of the mother who has
to give away her newborn contrasts starkly with the unconfined joy of the adopting
couple when they get their new child.

In John Appel’s psychological portrait
of his father, it gradually emerges just what drives the gamblers and why their addic-
tion is so difficult to put a stop to. In this way he delves artistically into the mysterious
mind of his father, who was not just a gambler, but a player of life.

Iron Crows offers a stark portrait of the squalor of the ship graveyard and the difficul-
ties the men who work there endure every day.

The film radically chal-
lenges the myth that the global free market triumphed on the wings of democracy.

Dolphins are everywhere in the Japanese coastal town of Taiji: above tunnel entranc-
es, on paving stones, along the boulevard. Tourists may visit Taiji for tricks and cuddly
toys, but in reality this is the most important port in the world for the dolphin trade.
Dolphin activists Richard O'Barry, who trained the dolphins for the 1960s TV series
Flipper but is now strongly opposed to all forms of captivity, and Louie Psihoyos, an
underwater photographer for National Geographic, suspect that the biggest catch-
ing and killing operations take place in a bay surrounded by steep rocks. The Cove
is an inspired, smoothly edited action documentary that takes a stand for the free-
dom of this hyper-intelligent species. The path to the scandalous revelations is a true
thriller. The film has claimed a number of important international awards, including
the Oscar for Best Documentary Film at the 82nd Academy Awards.
